Marvel
not, my brethren, if the
world hate you.

from the presence of the
LORD, and dwelt in the
land of Nod, on the east of
Eden. (here we learn that
the Presence of the Creator

had not left the human fam-

ily; but Cain was turning
away from the face of the
LORD= The Self Existent
And Eternal Creator God.

Cain set down in the land of

Nod= Vagrancy, nod. The

Serpent won the first son of
Eve; and the religious rebel-

lion would begin in Nod.
This would also begin the
‘Seed of the Serpent’.
Genesis 3:15. Creator said,
“And I will put enmity be-
tween thee and the woman,
and between thy(Serpent)
seed and her seed. (the Ser-
pent won his seed on the
earth. The devil was a mur-

der and liar from the begin-

ning, starting with lying to

(Slew= sphazo= to butcher.
Abel’s work and offering
was Righteous= dikaious=
Right, equitable in act and
character, innocent, holy.
World hate= mis-eh’-0 = to
detest (especially to perse-
cute) Cain is representative
of the fallen world).

4:17 “And Cain knew his
wife; and she conceived,
and bare Enoch: and he
builded a city, and called
the name of the City, after
the name of his son, Enoch.
(Cain= qayin= a lance (as
striking fast. A long weapon
for thrusting with a sharp
point. Cain probably killed
Able with a Lance, for he
rose up_against Able; and
that could account for the
bloodshed on the ground.
But Eve kept having chil-
dren, and Cain found a wife
who gave birth to Enoch=

khan-oke’ = initiated.
From the word khaw-nak’= to
narrow, to initiate, discipline,
dedicate, train up. Perhaps
Cain was already establishing
some kind of Cult in the land
of Nod.

(This Enoch is not
the later Enoch (5:18)

who walked with God.
4:18 “And unto Enoch
was born Irad: and Irad
beget Mehujael: and Me-
hujael beget Methhsael:
and Methusael beget
Lamech. (Irad= ee-rawd’=
fugitive. Mehujael= mekh-
oo-yaw-ale’ = smitten of
God. Methhasael= meth-
oo-shaw-ale’ = man who
(is) of God, or god. They
may have had some man-
made-god religion going
for them already.
Lamech= lemek, be-
gins Polygamy.

4:19 “And Lamech took
unto him two wives; the
name of the one was
Adah, and the name of the
other Zillah. (Adah= aw-
daw’= ornament, to be-
deck with ornaments. Zil-
lah= tsil-law’= feminine of
tsale= shade, shadow, or
hovering over.
