16:26) some for yourselves.' "So they went to buy. But mean-

while The Bridegroom came; those bridesmaids who were ready 

(to receive the One coming) went in with Him to The Wedding 

Banquet; and the door (opportunity to comply) was shut. 

"Afterwards the other bridesmaids came and cried, "`Sir, Sir, 

open the door to us.' "`In solemn truth I tell you,' he replied, `I 

do not know you.' "Keep awake therefore; for you know neither 

the day nor the hour.”

Small Wonder that “Virginity” is so assaulted in these 

Last Days before the Returning of The Christ:  let’s go to 

the Gospel of Matthew 25:1-4.  "Then (at that time) will the 

Kingdom of the Heavens (the royal power and dignity con-

ferred on Christians before the Seat of Order of things Eternal) 

be found to be like ten bridesmaids (to be made like 10 Virgins) 

who took (still carried)  their torches (the spirit fire fed by Oil 

of The H.S.) and went out (from their physical circumstances in 

this world) To Meet The Bridegroom.  Five of them were fool-

ish (impious, godless) and five were wise (mindful of one’s in-

terests). For the foolish, when they took their torches, did not 

provide themselves with oil (Elaion= Olive Oil, representing the 

Holy Spirit of GOD); but the wise, besides their torches, took 

oil in their flasks.” (receptacle, Holy Spirit Reservoir). 

Every human being has ‘a spirit reservoir’ designed for the Holy 

Spirit of GOD.  As Christians, we are given access to a continual sup-

ply of GOD’S HOLY SPIRIT, but must maintain this “Oil” in our 

Vessel up to the very Day of His Coming as The Bridegroom! 

The Apostle Paul said Our Body was the Temple.  And the spirit of 

man is the candle or Lamp of the LORD.  —Proverbs 20:27.
